Feathering Techniques:

Feathering is a technique use din 
post-stain removal to avoid the 
formation of a spotting ring that 
can occur after the spotted area has 
dried.

Essentially, feathering means to 
spread and thin the edge of the 
wet area so that it goes from being 
wet in the center to nearly dry 
around the outer edge.  This is done 
by thoroughly flushing the stain 
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Then, while continuing to hold the 
steam gun about four inches from 
the fabric and applying vacuum, 
work from the center of the wet 
area - moving the steam gun in a 
circular pattern outward beyond 
the edge of the area --- raising the 
gun further away from the fabric 
to make the area increasingly dry 
toward the edge.

Using air from the gun, start at the 
outer edge and work your way back 
into the center, drying the fabric as 
you do so.

Pre-Spotting with AquaSOLV:

1.  Apply AquaSOLV directly to 
     stained area.
2.  Work into the stain using a 
     spatula or spotting brush.

     wetclean the item in the usual 
     manner.

*Flush and dry area if pre-spotted item is to be 
drycleaned.

Post-Spotting with AquaSOLV:

1.  Apply AquaSOLV directly to 
     stained area.
2.  Work into the stain using a 
     spatula or spotting brush.
3.  When soil is loosened from 
     fabric, rinse with water or 
     steam.
4.  Use the feathering technique to 
     dry the stained area.

For larger and extremely difficult paint, oil, or grease stains, pre-treatment
with Picrin® and Pyratex® followed by drycleaning is recommended for best results.
